The ICD-9-CM is based on the ICD-9
but provides for additional morbidity detail. It consists of two or three volumes:
Volumes 1 and 2 contain diagnosis codes. (Volume 1 is a tabular listing, and volume 2
is an index.) Extended for ICD-9-CM
Volume 3 contains procedure codes. ICD-9-CM only
